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My Media Mall allows Cary Library patrons to download free eBooks to a variety of eReaders.  Follow 
these steps for a successful download.   
 
Here’s an overview of how the process works: 
1st Step  Select a book from My Media Mall and check it out 
2nd Step  Download it to Adobe Digital Editions   
3rd Step  Transfer it to an eReader 
 
Note: You must download Adobe Digital Editions is before you download any eBooks.

1. Open a browser and go to www.mymediamall.net 

 
2. Click Sign in 

 
You must have a valid Cary Library card to 
check out books or place holds. 
 
 
 
 

 
 

3. Choose Cary Library 

 
 

4. Enter your library card number and then 
click Sign In  
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5. Locate an eBook: 
 
Use the links on the left side of the screen.  
 
Use: 
 
Quick Search 
To find a specific book by title or author  
 
or 
 
To see all the books for the Nook click 
All EPUBs 
All PDFs 

Adobe EPUB eBooks have reflowable text, 
which means that you can change the 
font, resize the text, or alter the size of 
your display and the text of the Adobe 
EPUB eBook 'reflows' to fill the screen.  

This makes Adobe EPUB eBooks the 
optimal choice for reading eBooks on 
small screens. While some PDFs are 
reflowable on some devices, one of the 
main strengths of the PDF format is its 
ability to preserve the layout of complex 
documents.  

 
 

 
 

6. Review the list of eBooks.   
 
EBooks are in very high demand right 
now. Many of the books will be checked 
out.  
 
If all available copies of a book are already 
checked out, you will need to place a hold 
on that item. 
 
Click the Place a Hold button.  Make sure 
that it is either the EPUB or PDF format. 
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7. You will need to provide an email address 
to place a hold.  When the title becomes 
available, you will receive an email with 
instructions on checking the item out. The 
item will be held for you for 3 days. 

You can place up to 7 titles on hold at a 
time.   

To return to the list of book titles, click on 
the link for All EPUBs or PDFs on the left 
side of the screen. 
 

 

8. To filter the list to show only books that 
have copies available, click on the check 
box next to “Only show Titles with copies 
available” and then click the Submit 
button. 
 

 

9. If a book is available, it will have a button 
next to it that says “Add to Cart”. 
 
Click the button Add to Cart. Make sure 
that you have selected an EPUB or PDF 
format.   
 
You can check out a total of 5 titles. 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 

10. Click on the link Proceed to Checkout 
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11. After reviewing the screen, click the 
Confirm Check Out button 
 
Note:  eBooks are not renewable 
 

 
12. The next step is to download the book to 

the computer. Click the Download button. 
 
To successfully complete this step, Adobe 
Digital Editions should be installed on the 
computer.  If it is not already installed, 
click on the link provided. 
 

 
 
 

13. Click Open. 

 
 

14. The book will open up in Adobe Digital 
Editions. 
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15. Plug in your eReader device using the 
USB provided.  If it is the first time using 
the device with the computer, the device 
will need to be authorized to the same 
Adobe ID used when setting up Adobe 
Digital Editions on the computer. 
 

 

 

16. Click on the button to take you to the 
library view. 
 
 
The device name will appear in the bottom 
on the list on the left side of the screen. 
 
Drag the icon of the book on the right side 
of the screen onto the name of your 
device.  The book will be transferred to the 
eReader.   

 

17. To find the book after the download is 
complete: 
 
On your Nook choose: 
 
Menu 
Library 
My Stuff 
My Files 
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18. Early Returns 
 
You can return a book early to remove it 
from your account.  You return a borrowed 
item early from your computer using 
Adobe Digital Editions.  It is NOT done 
from your Nook. 
 
Open up Adobe Digital Editions on your 
computer.  Make sure you are in Library 
View.  In Library View you will see small 
thumbnails of each book you have 
checked out. 
 
Click on the small arrow in the upper left 
hand corner on the thumbnail of the book 
you would like to return.  A drop down 
menu will appear.  Choose Return 
Borrowed Item.   This will remove the book 
from Adobe Digital Editions and will also 
update your Account automatically. 
 
Although you will still see the book on your 
Nook, you will not be able to use it unless 
you check it out again.  It remains on the 
Nook so that you can keep a list of what 
you have read.   Also, if you had 
highlighted anything in the book or made 
comments, it will save them.  The next 
time you check out the book, they will be 
restored.   
 
You can choose to delete the book off 
your Nook if you no longer want to see it.
